· Establish an organizing committee

· Decide on an activity (remember, it only needs to last about 5 minutes)

· Sing (with a local choir? A church choir? A children’s choir?)

· Dance

· Stand or walk around with posters on a theme (equality for women and girls, ending poverty, ending violence against women or International Women’s Day

· Honour someone (present the award at a local public place such as a mall). This could be combined with one of the activities listed above.

· With another group? (CARE Canada? Zonta? )

· How do you want to identify yourselves?

· Do you want to wear an identifying scarf, hat, etc ?)

· Do you want to bring your club banner?

· Do you want to make a special sign?

· You may want to pass out a flyer 

· Decide where to do it (a mall, a bridge, a park, a square, any public place where lots of people will see you)

· (do you need to get permission?)

· If you want to repeat it, you can do it in more than one site

· Publicity

· Find out who to contact and get media coverage.

· Tell us about it when it is over
